[0  Ammunition in a locked container (please confirm with Hunters’ Support regarding the weight restrictions on
ammunition for different airlines as well as the regulations on how to transport ammunition)

(South African law says you can bring 200 rounds per firearm per caliber into South Africa BUT the airline
regulation only allows you 11lbs of ammunition including the locked box (which is approximately 100 rounds of
.375 ammo in weight). If the person is under 21 years of age they cannot carry any ammunition

Comfortable attire to wear around camp at night

3 x Shirts (hunting shirts)In general darker green works well in all Safari areas

2 - 3 Pairs of hunting trousers (during June & July we usually wear long pants while hunting)

During June / July we recommend you bring gloves and a beanie and a warm jacket

Hat and belt

Insect repellant - only necessary during warm months (March / April / September / October)
Insurance information and medical prescriptions

Passport (make copies of all paperwork and put in a separate bag or your rifle case)

Rifle, sling & soft bag (we have rifles to rent, please confirm availability well in advance)

Sunglasses, sunscreen, Chapstick and toiletry bag
